Believe me; I know you are confused at this point. Just understand that even though you didn’t know it we selected you based on your ability profile years ago. I’m sure you have the same questions most Agents-in-Training have at first. Who are you? Why am I reading this? Why did you pick me? Is this some kind of joke? Let me assure you the answers will come in due time.  For now, just know that you are the right people for this operation and we need your help.

We cannot tell you much at this point but there are 5 rules all Agents-in-Training must follow at all times. Violation of even one rule at any point may result in your removal from this operation. Read them carefully.

· Our agents always use “Agent Name” in their communication methods. So, if an agent named Frank told you to send him an email at his AOL address it would be AgentFrank@aol.com.

· Never give your last name to ANYONE.  We value the secrecy of our Agents-in-Training and no one from the department will ever ask for your last name.

· Do not give any personal contact information such as e-mail addresses to unconfirmed agents. Only confirmed agents using the proper naming conventions above can legally request information under department protocols.

· Any time you contact a suspected agent you should first ask “What are your thoughts on the weather?”  If the person is truly an agent they will respond “It seems nice but I think it might rain.”  If they respond with ANY other answer then that person is not to be trusted.
· If you contact an agent without the proper question the agent will not respond to you.

The information contained in this document is highly classified. The only people you can trust with this information are your parents and anyone who uses the appropriate question/answer protocols outlined above. Do not share this information with any unauthorized sources.

We are eager to see your abilities shine in this mission. If you received this packet you’ve already received your first clue. If you are interested in pursuing your training we are confident you will solve it. If you aren’t interested just pretend this never happened.
